1. Results of a study of Labor and Delivery patients investigating the relationship of giant
platelets and manual platelet count accuracy. All patients in labor or in false labor but in
third trimester for specified time period at a university teaching hospital. Manual counts
triggers were automated count <100,000 or giant platelets flag.

2. Urine culture testing is considered the gold standard for diagnosis of urinary tract
infections (UTI), however it is expensive. This presentation reports the results of a study
done to compare the ability of specific urinalysis tests to rule out UTI and the need for urine
culture with urine culture results.

3. Study results of patients who received RBC transfusion(s) and developed “new” RBC
alloantibodies between Feb. 1 and Oct. 30, 2009 in relation to age, gender, diagnosis, and
specific microorganism if infection. Conclusions as to whether infection or inflammatory
disorder put persons receiving RBC transfusions at higher risk for alloimmunization
presented.

4. The results of a workforce survey of hospital laboratories and reference/consortium
medical laboratories across North Carolina, the State Public Health Lab, and health
departments in eastern North Carolina. The results will be presented for the 104 responding
institutions in aggregate and by type of facility. Extrapolations to statewide data included.
